Once per year the doctoral committee is to
receive the transcript of such discussions in connection with the work plan,
schedule and finance plan as a yearly report according to Sec. 10 Par. 5 PromO.

4. The parties agree to uphold the Rules for proper scientific practice of Zeppelin
University, which are included as an attachment and are an integral part of this
support agreement.
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5. In the event of a failure to comply with this agreement, the parties agree to
immediate clarification and fulfillment. When clarification is necessary, the
appropriate contact is the doctoral committee for support issues and the
incumbent ombudsmen of Zeppelin University for issues regarding scientific
practices.

6. The termination of a doctoral degree is to be reported by the PhD student or the
Supervisor to the Doctoral Committee.
