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Subject-Specific Study and Examination Regulations
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In order to regulate teaching, study and examinations in the Bachelor's program
Communication, Culture & Management, the Senate of Zeppelin University adopted
the following regulations on the basis of 8 70 Para. 6 in conjunction with § 32 Para. 1
of the Law on Universities in Baden-W(rttemberg (Landeshochschulgesetz — LHG) in
the respective version on 2015-12-02, last amended on 2024-08-01:

§ 1 Study program structure

(1)

The degree program (240 ECTS credits) is divided into 5 compulsory modules of
the interdisciplinary Zeppelin Year (60 ECTS credits, 1st - 2nd semesters), 1
compulsory major module (12 ECTS credits, 3rd - 4th semesters) and 10-18
compulsory elective modules of the major phase (108 ECTS credits, 3rd - 7th
semesters). 1 compulsory elective module of the integrated Humboldt Year (30
ECTS credits, 6th-7th semester) and the Bachelor phase with the Bachelor thesis
including disputation (14 ECTS credits, 8th semester) (see Annex 2). Additional
coursework includes two compulsory internships, at least one of which must be
in a non-German-speaking country. The TandemCoaching is part of the workload
according to the ECTS and extends from the 1st to the 8th semester.

Of the compulsory elective modules in the major phase, a maximum of 4
multidisciplinary compulsory elective modules (totaling a maximum of 24 ECTS
credits) must be selected.

As arule, all mandatory and elective modules within Zeppelin University bachelor
study programs that are not included in the student's own program can be
chosen as a multidisciplinary elective module (depending on availability and
subject-related admission requirements), as well as offerings from GlobalStudies
and StudentStudies. Furthermore, up to two courses from the Zeppelin Year's
module ‘"Interdisciplinary Perspectives" can be elected as multidisciplinary
elective modules.

Courses not credited for the compulsory area 'Methods of Communication
Studies' or 'Methods of Art & Cultural Studies' can be recognized as compulsory
elective modules.

Students can choose a specialization for the major phase: for the area of
"Communication” or for the area of "Culture". Compulsory elective modules
amounting to 60 ECTS credits from the respective area must be taken in
accordance with Annex 2 and the module handbook. Upon application to the



Study and Examination Center, the specialization will be indicated in the
Transcript of Records (ToR).

§2 Authorization of the Examination Committee

The Examination Board of the Bachelor's degree programs is authorized to decide on
changes to these regulations; it shall inform the Senate of these changes. This does
not apply to significant changes, in particular those that affect the essence, the content
or the basic structure of the degree program.

§ 3 Effective date, transitional regulations

The regulations enter into force on the day of publication.
